Organizational Mission: Austin CarShare is a non-propt organization that seeks to educate the
public about carsharing and the costs of car ownership while helping to improve our community by
reducing trafpc, improving air quality, promoting sustainable economic development, increasing the
number of transportation options, and improving the quality of life in Austin by providing access to
vehicles without the cost of ownership.
